Since 2006 he has been the Music Director
and Conductor of the Miami Symphony
Orchestra, during his16 year tenure Maestro
Marturet has taken MISO into the world-
class professional symphony of Miami
developing a unique classical-crossover
repertoire in alliance with great producers
such as Emilio Estefan, Rudy Perez and
Burt Bacharach.
